Chicken Pox Vaccine Information 
 
In a memo to Kansas school nurses in January of this year, The Kansas Department of 
Health and Environment (KDHE) notified school districts that two doses of the varicella 
vaccination (chicken pox) would be mandatory for kindergarten and first grade students 
the 2007-08 school year.   
 
In a recent announcement from KDHE, Kansas students are not going to be required to 
receive two doses of varicella vaccination for the 2007-08 school year.  At this time, 
KDHE is encouraging the second dose when it becomes available through your 
physician’s office or health department.  It is likely that the second varicella dose will 
become mandatory in the future.   
 
We, here at Jefferson County North, want to express our appreciation to all parents who 
were able comply with the regulation originally issued for two doses of varicella.  Please 
accept our apologies for any inconvenience this may have caused.   
 
We continue to follow the directions issued by the state health agency and will keep you 
informed of recommendations and requirements.
